Registered SHUTTLE customers may obtain specialized transportation to and 
from a public meeting by calling SHUTTLE at 253.581.8100 from one to � ve 
days in advance of the meeting.  An interpreter for the hearing impaired will 
be provided upon request with a minimum notice of two weeks.

For the past year, we’ve 
been working wit h the 
public redesigning how 
we deliver transit service.   
Two �nal  alternatives are ready for  your 
comments.  The alternatives are based on funding levels.

The �rst alternative is based on the local sales tax 
funding we currently receive: 0.6%, or 6¢ on a $10 
purchase. It includes reductions throughout the system. 
Many routes are reduced to peak service only or are 
eliminated altogether.  

The second alternative is based on what Pierce Transit 
could be with additional funding, speci�cally 0.3%, or 3¢ 
on a $10 purchase.  It includes higher frequencies, more 
direct service, and new routes.  The objective is to serve 
regional and community centers with employment, thus 
promoting economic development.
